Real-time credit card processing is supported. The membership 
directory databases are written in Perl using a custom designed 
database package. The membership directory was inherited from 
a previous vendor. Full text searching was also added to the site 
in order to search news items in the PAC library. 
 
Code Gurus assisted Triad Communications as the developer of 
all active content, databases, directories and shopping cart 
functions. Graphical design was performed in-house by Triad 
employees.
